Ongoing Issues and action                                                                                                                                                                         25.61.1 Neighbourhood Plan - The results of the Referendum Vote on Thursday, 10 July produced a majority in favour of accepting the Plan. The Plan would now go to City of York Council for formal approval

25.61.2 Police report for June/July - there were 3 incidents reported to 101: Ongoing issues with youths riding motorbikes and quad bikes around the Outgang Lane industrial site, a break-in at the Museum of Farming and theft of a telehandler forklift from the Livestock Centre

25.61.3 Residents had been complaining repeatedly about unpleasant odours from Green Bros on Moor Lane and City of York Council were to monitor the issue to establish if a nuisance was being caused 

25.61.4 The Chair had arranged for the pond reeds to be cleared by a contractor in due course. Street cleaning had been undertaken by CYC although results left a lot to be desired. The edge of the village green needed re-turfing which CYC accepted to do as their contractors had caused the damage. The Chair had spoken to the person responsible for the removal of the holly tree next to Murton Way bus stop. Cllr Kettlestring was to tidy the affected are in October


25.61.5 It was agreed to proceed with Ward Cllr Warters suggestion of a memorial bench to Mr Buchanan to be placed on the green at the end of the Garth


25.61.6 In the Neighbourhood Plan the land in Moor Lane had been designated as a Local Green Space and, therefore, the proposed cemetery may be contrary to the stated aims of the Plan. It was agreed not to go ahead with this proposal 
25.61.7 It was agreed to support the Definitive Map modification order recording a Public Restricted Byway along Piker Thorn Lane
