Questions raised following the examination were answered and amendments made. Councillors approved Professor Waddington’s response to the questions, particularly with regards to Para 118 about the Murton Arms, and these were to be passed to CYC and the Inspector

25.14.2 Cllr Wells reluctantly felt that she was no longer able to undertake the management of the Council website. The Clerk was to investigate how neighbouring Councils managed their websites

25.14.3 There had still been problems with vehicles parking throughout the village during the Yorkshire Agricultural Machinery Sale, despite the Auction Centre putting out no parking cones and providing free car parking. It was noted that some vehicles on Murton Lane had received Penalty Notices from CYC Parking Enforcement. The Clerk was asked to contact Mr Stephenson and thank him for putting the cones out, but that villagers were still frustrated by indiscriminate parking
